
It is important to know that anyone, architect or not, can legally provide
architectural services in the UK.

We maintain the Architects Register, the official list of the UK’s 42,000+
architects.  

                                                               As the regulator of UK architects, our role is to protect the
public and ensure you can make an informed choice about who to hire for your building project. 

                              Anyone can raise a concern with us if they think someone is misusing the title.  
We can investigate and take action if there's an issue.   Serious concerns about architects are rare
but we can also take action if you have concerns about the skills or behaviour of an architect on
the Register.

The Register is available online, with a quick search you can check whether
someone is a genuine architect.

We can take action if someone is calling themselves an architect when they
shouldn't be.

                                                                      It’s a good idea to check the Register before you hire
someone, even if they were recommended to you.  That way you can make an informed choice
about who you use for your project.

Only 'architect' is protected in this way, the protection doesn't apply to terms like 'architectural
consultant' or 'architectural assistant'.
